The Mackenzie Regional Waste Management Commission will regard fixed assets as capitalized
when all of the following criteria are met:

{1) The asset is tangible and complete.

)
{2) The asset is usually repaired, not replaced when damaged.
{3) The asset has a useful life of longer than the current fiscal year
(4) The cost of the asset {(including installation) is $1000.00 or more.
(5) The cost of repairing or renovating the asset is $1000.00 or more and prolongs the

life of the asset.

Other Considerations:

{1) REPAIR is an expenditure that keeps the property in ordinary efficient operating
condition. The cost of the repair does not add to the value or prolong the life of the

asset.

{(2) IMPROVEMENTS are expenditures for additions, alterations and renovations that
appreciably prolong the life of the asset, materially increase its value oradapt itto a
different use. Improvements of the nature are capitalized.

since it was not a separately valued component. The new component unit will be
depreciated over the remaining useful life of the building.

B. Major Renovations or Alterations

Any major renovations or alterations within an existing building will be added to
the cost of the original building. These renovationsfalterations will be depreciated
over the remaining life of the building/structure.

What is Composting?
Composting is a biclogical process that breaks down kitchen, lawn

and garden wastes into seil-tike material called humus.

Why Should I Compost? _

Waste management is everyone’s business and the best place to
begin is right in your own backyard. Up to 25% of vour household
waste s orgaric matter which can be compuosted, therehy saving scasce
iandfill spave. At the same time, composting produces a rich soil
supplement which improves plant growth by:

* helping to break down heavy clay soils;
» adding water and nutrient-holding capacity to sandv sails; and,

What Can 1 Compost?

Yard waste such as grass clippiogs, fallen leaves, weeds before bhey
seed and the remains of disease-free garden plants make excellent
compost.

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Principles of Composting

This section s for those who would like 3 better undesstanding of
BOwW composting works.

Biology
The compost pile s really 2 weming food web of orgardsms thar
Feext OB ooganic waste and each other. Racteria and fungi stast the
decay by breaking down plant tssee, Protosca and roundwornms feed |
on them arsd are soon joined by centipedes, millipedes, sow bugs, and
earthrworms. The heat in the compost pile is the result of the metalxdiv
activity of the decomposer organisms.

Material
Anything growiryg is pestential food for these tiny decomposers.
Carbon snd nitrogen, from cells of deadd plants and organisms, foel
their activity. The decomposer organisms use the corbon in leaves or
woody wasies a5 an roergy source, MNitrogen provides them with
proteinn o bulld their bodies,

Evervibing organie bas a mtio of carbon to nitrogen [N} in its
tssaes: fresh grass clippings, for exarople have a €N ratho of 20,
meaning thai there are 20 parts carbon to one part nitrogen. This is
copisidered a hugh nitrogen content.

The ideal (M ratic i3 about 25:1. The ratio need not be exact, and
you are widikely to have s peecise wey 10 measure it anyway, However,
if you are having problems with your compost pile, it may be because
¥ou have oo Bitle of one type of matenial. i for example, your pife is
givirgr off an ameswsda smetl, it may have an excess of high nitrogen
ypaterial suks as grass; simply aerte the pile and add some high carbon
material like leaves, if they are available. ¥ composting is very shvg
yingmay have mostly hgh carbon maternial; add sarne kitchen sCTaps or
grass clippings which are high i nitrogen,
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Layering of materials can be helpful in arriving at correct propor-
tons. As decomposition progresses, 2 complete mixing of ingredienis
witl speed the composting process,

Surface Area
The more surface area the microorganisns bave o work on, the
faster the materials decompose, 1ts tike a block of oo in the sun
stow 1o raeit wihen it's large, but melts guickly when broken into small
pieces. Chopping garder wastes with a shredder widl speed theie
decomposition,

YVolume
A large compost pile will retain mofsture and hold the hegt of the
ofganisra’s activity. Hy centre will be wanmer than its edges, Piles
smalier thin ane cuabic metre wilf have touble holding the beat and
tend to dry out, while piles larger than owo cubic metres will 5ot allow
enough alr to eastly reach the ogranisms i the centre withour reyular
tarning.

Maoisture and Aeration
All life on varth needs g centain smount of water Lo sustain itself,

The decomposer organisms in the pile are no different, Cxyyen is also
peeded for efficient decompasition. The organisms function best when
e compost materials are about as moist a3 2 wrung-out spange and
providesd with manyv air passages, Extrernes of sun o rain can adversely
affect this air/mwisture batance ix the pale. A cover will belp to mwin-
tain the right balance,

Time and Temperature
The faster the composting the hottec the pile, ¥ vou use materials
with 2 proper {LN rattn, provide o large amount of surface area and 4
big enoagh valome, 3nd see that the moisture and a2oration ere ad-
equate, you will have a hot, fast compost with tepiperatures up ke
S7C.
